“We’re aware of the economic
times. But our children already
have several strikes against them.
Why do they have to be further
disadvantaged?” asks Joice
McKay. president of the Learning
Disabilities Association of
Durham West and mother of a
learning-disabled son.

She’s referring to the Durham
Board of Education’s decision to
chop 52 teachers from its class-
rooms beginning in September,
including some learning strategy
tcachers, academic resource
instructors, and special education
resource teachers.

Mrs. McKay is worried that
will mean fewer teachers 1o assist
leamning-disabled students in inte-
grated classrooms.

“A lot (of students with leamn-
ing disabilities) have attention
deficit problems and comprehen-
sion problems.” she explains.
“Many find it hard o0 concentrate
in a large group and aren’t always
able to follow a teacher’s speed.”

That problem may be com-
pounded further when leaming-
disabled children attend a special
class each school day. Mrs.
McKay wonders if students of all
ages will be lumped together
*“which is not good emouonally or
socially.”

Further, she wonders if that
class will include children with
“other needs,” such as behavioral
problems.

Mrs. McKay has “deep con-
cerns” despite being told princi-
pals will “find ways of coping. If
they’'re not supportive of the
learming disabled, will they go out
of their way 1o help them?” she
asks.

“Learning disabilities affect
every vear of your life,” Mrs. Zor g~
McKay adds. “People with lean- : W
ing disabihiues often have prob- ] - . /
lems with self-esteem and many
have problems making friends.
That results in depression and
high suicide rates.”

According to the Learning
Disabilities Association of
Ontario, one in 10 Canadians has
a leaming disability. Half of all
adolescent suicides and suicide
attempts involve children with
leamning disabilities.

The learning disabled make up
about 30 per cent of the country’s

The most dangerous period could be starting soon. With a chance of
rain this week, and milder wmperatures forecast for a number of days in a
row . the spring runoff could be swanting with a vengeance by this weck-
end.

Because of the volume of snow that still remains, the runoff danger
will probably last longer this year — perhaps two to three weeks.

Pnor to finding help through the
John Howard Society, I felt defeated.
1 knew I had a mulutude of disorders
and nceded professional help. My
major obstacle was financial. but as
my search for help conunued, |
found additional problems.

Through my inquines I leamed

that different organizations deal only
with specific wssues. I was direcied
10: Al-Anon, which dealt with adult
children of alcoholxs: The Rape Cni-
sis Centre. which dealt with vicums
of sexual abuse: the Freedom of Fear
Foundation, which offers help to
those suffering from anxiety and
panic disorders; and Crossroads (in
Toronio) which deals with co-depen-
dency.

I made an honest effort 10 atiend
some of these support groups, but
eventually 1 discovered that while
they appeared 1o work for others,
they simply were not working for
me. Exhausted and confused, I gave

them up.

After a period of rest, I knew |
needed one-on-one counselling. 1
contacted social services for help,
but their waiung list was extremely
long and they could not offer any
intenm assistance. After a frustraung
scarch, 1 finally received some help
from the John Howard Socicty. I fecl
strongly that this is a very worth-
while program and should be contin-
ucd at all costs. If we, as a socially
€onscious community, want to
encourage people to improve and
understand their psychological bari-
ers and move beyond them in order
1o become productive members of

our socicty and our work force, then
programs like this one are an abso-
lute necessity and should be kept
operaung and even expanded.

I appeal to the Minister of Health
to rcvicw any arcas that may affect
this program and assist the John
Howard Society in obwining fund-
ing 10 continue in this MOSt SUCCCSS-
ful endcavor.

“Parents are losing jobs left,
right and centre,” says Annie
Sadler of Oshawa.

Though her son attends a
Catholic high school, Mrs. Sadler
says the Durham Board of Fduca-
tion’s plan to ¢liminate frce bus
service in municipalitics where
public transit exists — Ajax,
Oshawa and Whitby — hurts
everyone.

“I’s going to hurt the kids, it
doesn’t matter whose kids,” she
says. “If kids can’t get to school,
what are they going to do? Hang
around shopping malls and get
into trouble””

Plans to revise a transportation
policy in order to delcte free bus
passes were cancelled when
trustees learned the pohicy said
the board “may provide™ bus
transportation rather than “must
provide.” finance committee chair
Ruth Ann Schedlich explained
Monday.

(Transportation will still be
provided to students in Pickering
because that town doesn’t have a
full transit system going to all
schools). Earlicr, trustees strug-
gling to curb a tax increase for
board supporters agreed to cul
bus passes from a draft budget,
effective in Scptember. That
would trim about $170.000 from
1993 expenses and would see an
annual savings of more than
$425,000.

Trustees have asked staff to
make further reductions from a
draft budget of $384.4 million,
which would have passed on a tax
increase of almost six per cent —
or $74 — 1o each board support-
er.
To reduce the mill rate by one
per cent, $2.1 million must be cut
from the budget. Doing so would
save each taxpayer $12.

Post Manor
endures years

The following is one in a
series of articles by the Picker-
ing Local Architectural Conser-
vation Advisory Committee.

PICKERING - Post Manor
stands at the northwest comer of
Brock Rd. and Kingston Rd. in
the Town of Pickering.

The dignified home was built
in 1841 by Jordan Post and his
wife Matilda. Such is the endur-
ing nature of fieldstone that the
passage of 152 years has left the
building virtually unchanged.

Jordan was the youngest son
of George Washington Post, who
held important positions in the
Township of Pickering from its
very carliest days. George was
the brother of an ecarlier Jordan
Post, a clockmaker from Con-
necticut, who settled in what is
now the City of Toronto in 1786.
He married Mclinda Woodruff of
Pickering. Jordan and Melinda
Streets in Toronto are named
after them.

Young Jordan Post of Picker-
ing married a woman named
Matilda in 1841, when he was 27
and she 21. The newlyweds per-
baps dreamed the manor into
existence. Jordan was wealthy
enough to fulfill that dream. He
owned a sawmill where Brock
Rd. crosses Duffins Creek just
north of Finch Ave. and a thriv-
ing export business to the U.S.
Being prosperous, be ordered the
construction of Post Manor.

The materials for its construc-
tion came from the land. Stone
was drawn from the earth, wood
from the forest. Carpenters came
in winter from the sailing ships
frozen in Frenchman’s Bay, to
trim the interior with walnut and
pine growing nearby. The fine
marble of the fireplaces was
installed. And one happy day,
Jordan and Matilda saw the last
of the builders, and turned to each
other in a house that we today
would call “environmentally-
friendly.”

Jordan and Matilda did not
buiid for themselves alone. They
made the house a lively place
with a family of five sons and
three daughters. As much as the
father may have loved his Picker-
ing home, his sons, as history
records, all beaded for the United
States, where Jordan Post the
clockmaker had come from so
many years before.

Opposite the manor, on the
south side of Kingston Rd., is
Post cemetery. There, on March
1, 1860 Jordan Post was interred
within sight of his home. Matilda
may have spent long hours at an
upper window, walching with sad
eyes, as the white light of day or
the pale light of the moon illumi-
nated her husband’s grave.

Sbhe was destined to live many
more years in the manor. We
know not how she spent her days,
whether in solitude, or with
friends and grandchildren. We
know that she died on April 9,
1886. She rests in the same grave
with her husband, under a red
stone obelisk that points from a
changing world to the changeless
heavens.

ing that raw real estate drew the
first settlers to Pickering.
Whether Jordan and Matilda
rest in peace is another question.
The manor and the small ceme-
tery in which they lie are sur-
rounded by commercial and resi-
dential development. The rushing
sound of traffic is endless. The
forest is gone; the farms are gone;
the quiet is gone. And yet there is
a feeling of serenity beside the
grave. And in the manor, if one
stands at the foot of the 17 steps
of the curving stair, one could
imagine the children scampering
up to bed after Jordan and Matil-

DWGHA set to run pre-season registrations, clinics

AJAX-PICKERING - All indications
point to a successful launch of girls’ hockey
in Ajax and Pickering this fall, says an orga-
nizer of a new league serving the two towns,

The Durham West Girls” Hockey Associa-
tion is shooting to begin play in the 1993-94
season for {emales four and over.

It’s about ume girls’ hockey was started
here, says DWGHA president and publicity
director Arnt Carefoote.

“It’s long overdue. There have been some
(local) girls playing in Scarborough for five
years, travelling to McGregor Park and
Lawrence Avenue every Tuesday. I think it's
great that Ajax and Pickering will support a
new league.”

And, so far, there’s been a lot of interest
in the DWGHA, says Carefoote. In the month
since the seven-member sieering committee
for girls’ hockey was formed, more than 240
females have signed up to play this fall.

Carefoote, publicity director for the Scar-
borough Girls” Hockey League this past sea-
son, points out that many area girls are cur-
rently playing out of town. An estimated 47
arca females competed in Scarborough, with
that number or more travelling as far as
North York, Toronto, Leaside and Missis-
sauga. There’s also an estimated 19 local
women playing in a ladies’ league in Scar-
borough.

With a large core of support for girls’
hockey in place, Carefoote met a week ago
with Town of Pickering director of communi-
ty services and facilities Tom Quinn who has
been supportive of the new league and has
pledged ice time for the 1993-94 season.

“Pickering is behind us 100 per cent.
They're willing to help up,” says Carefoote.
He ‘1l meet with Ajax recreation direcior
Tom Flood soon about securing ice time for
the new league in that Town.

The DWGHA hopes to attract about 400
girls and women for the ‘93-94 season with

seven age divisions of four teams each. The
DWGHA also expects to run both a house
league and a rep program in its inaugural
year.

The league has also moved ahcad with
plans for pre-scason registration and a serics
of pre-season clinics in Ajax and Pickering,
featuring members of Canada’s world cham-
pion national women'’s hockey team.
