Extra-billing by doctors was to be banned. Premier Peter-
son initially said it would be done through negotiation with
members of the medical profession. When the OMA in-
dicated that it was not willing to negotiate, the premier said
be would enact legislation to end the practice. He now says
hearings will take place to determine how the public feels
on the matter. and what measures should be taken.
